The houses and apartments were designed
as load bearing masonry with internal precast
concrete floors. Due to the sloping nature of
the site many of the load bearing walls are
also retaining walls. The roof is steel frame
with timber to support insulation and the
construction.

Extensive use of retaining walls was required
throughout the site. These were constructed
with stone fill gabion baskets in keeping with
the semi-rural location.
